Dear Member of Congress:
We, the undersigned Mayors, are writing to ask for your support of legislation
creating an Energy and Environment Block Grant program.

The Mayors of this nation believe that the creation of an Energy and Environment
Block Grant (EEBG) is a key element of a successful national, comprehensive
energy efficiency and energy independence package.

Cities around the nation are implementing innovative local best practices on energy
efficiency, conservation, energy alternatives, and reducing greenhouse gas
emissions. In the United States, over 540 cities have now pledged their support to
The U.S. Conference of Mayors’ Climate Protection Agreement which commits
cities to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions by 7% from their 1990 levels.

However, much more could be done with some additional resources or “seed money”
to help launch and/or replicate these programs across the nation. EEBG is modeled
after the very successful Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program
which gives money directly to cities, counties, and states. Activities that would be
eligible under this program include: encouraging energy efficiency in commercial,
residential, and municipal buildings; utilizing alternative fuels for fleets; capturing
methane from landfills or wastewater treatment plants and turning it into energy;
conducting energy audits for businesses and residences; encouraging alternative
transportation options; and developing land use plans that promote walkable
communities.

As Congress debates what should be done to reduce our energy consumption and
increase energy efficiency, cities are in an ideal position to implement local
solutions. However, more money is needed to implement these programs.
